1. Opening

Arja van Veldhuizen, Secretary of CECA, opens the session, welcomes all participants in this annual General Assembly and chairs it. The Agenda is accepted.

2.1. President's report by Colette Dufresne-Tassé, president of CECA

This year's achievements for CECA are:

· Annual conference in Vienna, hosted by Hadwig Kraeutler, as part of the ICOM General conference.

· Regional conference in Bogotá (Colombia) on the theme 'Young people'.

· National meetings in Buenos Aires (Argentina), starting a new CECA-group, and one in Lyon (France) on the museum and its visitors in the XXIst century .

· Five publications were released:

· ICOM Education 20, edited by Nicole Gesché

Activities to come

The CECA Board has been discussing the quality of our annual conferences. The Board wants to know the opinion of the members and therefore a survey will be published on the website.

There will be a better description of the characteristics of each type of presentations and in addition we will introduce two new types next year.

2.2. Secretary's report by Arja van Veldhuizen
CECA now has about 1000 members in 80 different countries. Countries in which CECA did not have members before are Singapore, Taiwan, Sri Lanka, Netherlands Antilles and Zambia.
With the approaching General Conference, CECA prepared the Triennial report about our international committee for ICOM Paris and filled in the extensive questionnaire sent by the Standing Committee on International Committees (CIC). 

The CECA Board 2007-2010 Election was a time consuming process. The Election bulletin was distributed to all members together with ICOM Education. 

This probably was the last time we used old fashioned paper mail for the Election bulletin. The Board is studying the possibilities of electronic voting. Arja also expresses her hope that next election there will more candidates than positions, so that there will be something to vote for. She invites the members to start considering to stand for the next Board.
2.3. Treasurer's report by Francine Lélievre, treasurer of CECA

The Treasurer presents the figures over 2006. They show a surplus that will be used for the extra expenses CECA has this year for the publication and distribution of ICOM Education 20 and the Election bulletin.
2.4. Regional reports

The regional coordinators present a summary of their reports; they will be published on the CECA- website.
Umebe N. Onyejekwe for Africa: 
Africa is a large continent and she finds it quite hard to know what is happening everywhere. There are many activities in the field of museum education. Many African museum educators are not familiar with CECA; it is important to show what CECA can offer them.

Michael Cassin for USA & Canada:
Notes that the region is represented well at this conference, although it is mainly Canadians. He looks forward to next year, when the CECA conference is in his region.
Hadwig Kraeutler for Europe:
Explains that during her years in the Board she did not organise any regional conferences, since the annual conferences were in Europe three times in a row. She experienced how complicated the European region is, with its many languages. She worked hard to develop a network of national correspondents and experiences the benefits already.
Anthony Preston for Asia, Pacific & Australia:
Thanks the members for all support over the last six years. He regrets that it was so difficult to co-operate with the national ICOM-committees in his region, they did not answer his requests. He stresses that the national correspondents are extra important to CECA for this reason.
Sonia Guarita do Amaral for Latin America and the Caribbean:

Her years in the Board have been very productive, with altogether 9 national/regional conferences and a increasing network of museum professionals.
2.5. Website

Lynda Kelly reports briefly on the developments regarding our website. She is happy that Eva Reussner is willing to assist her as a ‘back-up’ person. During this week Lynda attended a workshop by ICOM-Paris on the possibilities of wiki-like functions for the ICOM-related websites.

3. Presentation of the new board and words of goodbye to the old board

Colette Dufresne expresses our gratitude to the members who are leaving the Board now. Some of them will still play a role in the CECA Board in co-opted positions. Hadwig Kräutler and Tony Preston – who has served CECA for many years - are really leaving, we will miss them.
